279. Chairman’s Welcome


Cllr. Beechey welcomed everyone to the meeting which followed the Annual Parish Assembly
The meeting was suspended

280. Public Questions

1. Mr Sillence asked if the King’s Ride road sign could be repaired. Cllr. Halliday will report it to ESCC.

2. Mr Sillence said he understood that there was another parishioner organising litter picking work parties. Was there merit in the two groups joining forces? The Clerk advised that she would provide contact details for Michael Anderson. Cllr. Ede advised that Wealden’s Street Scene team will provide bags and a special collection for groups of volunteer litter pickers. There was general concern at the level of litter on surrounding verges. Cllr. Savage hoped that the new Forest School being offered by local pre-schools would help to educate the next generation about showing respect for the countryside.

3. Sylvia Daw advised that John Lumley had swept the Twitten whilst they were replanting the pre-school garden by the Gun Room. Councillors expressed their thanks to John who often sweeps the High Street when it is strewn with litter.

4. Sylvia reported that a wigwam planted by the Pre-school, Primary school and Abbeyfield would be located in front of the Tye elm stump.

5. A number of parishioners and Councillors commended the Rector and for suggesting the Labyrinth, which will be installed shortly. It was hoped that village dog owners would show respect for the church grounds by clearing up after their dogs.

284. To consider vehicular access to the Church and Alfriston War Memorial Hall – 
Cllr. 
Dumelow 



Councillors debated the matter or vehicular access to the Church and War Memorial Hall. The 

meeting was suspended to allow parishioners to contribute to the debate and then 


resumed. There was widespread support for allowing those with a genuine need to drive on the 

path to access the church and the hall. The provision of parking spaces on the Tye was not 


supported. Past experience has shown that any parking on the Tye is seen as tacit permission 

for others without legitimate access needs, to do same. All parties agreed that vehicular access 

to the Tye needed to be policed to ensure that those with a genuine need were able to use the 

hall and the church. Councillors agreed that the best way to manage access was via a 



padlocked gate to which the church, hall and APC had keys. Once access has been restricted 

to those with a genuine need, APC will consider whether the tarmac path needs to be widened. 


Cllr. Savage proposed and Cllr. Halliday seconded a motion to begin a three month trial once a 

new gate has been installed and the additional disabled bays on Tye Road have been marked 

out.
