Re-arrangement of the front door (within permitted development) that necessitates new exterior steps, the re-arrangement of proposed terrain follows the existing contours with minor adjustments.  Installation of patio door, requiring the addition of exterior steps that lead to newly proposed sandstone patio.  Widening of the front vehicular gate and driveway to allow for access for large vehicles, including fire and ambulance. This is the only area that falls into the conservation area.
