SDNP/18/04936/HOUS  2 Kings Ride, Alfriston, BN26 5XP

Complete retro-fit and re-modelling to existing dwelling included single storey rear extension, first floor extension to front elevation and first floor extension over garage.
This application has received an extension by SDNPA so awaiting new comments before making comment. 
SDNP/18/05238/HOUS  Place Cottage, Whiteway, Alfriston, BN26 5TR

Demolition of the existing conservatory and the first-floor element of the existing two storey rear addition. Construction of a two storey extension to the rear elevation, alongside a reconstructed first floor element with ground and first floor bay windows. Construction of a new dormer to the existing roof on the north elevation, and minor fenestration adjustments to the south and east-facing elevations. Related internal alterations. Construction of a new ramped access path up to the entrance level. Amendments to scheme approved under reference SDNP/17/06111/HOUS

SDNP/18/05369/HOUS  2 The Broadway, Alfriston, BN26 5XL   

Two storey side extension and part garage conversion.
The Planning Committee support this application, no further comments. 

SDNP/18/05432/HOUS  Goodings, Sloe Lane, Alfriston, BN26 5UT

Demolition of existing conservatory and construction of new single storey side and rear extension, conversion of existing attached garage into habitable room, front porch, replacement windows, opening in front garden wall for driveway access with associated landscaping and new connection to public sewer in garden.
The Planning Committee support this application however would like it noted that the development involves the loss of parking provision in the garage, however the applicant has advised that a drive and parking provision will be created as part of the development.  To support the Dark Skies policy of SDNP, a condition should be added that window blinds are mandated for the 2 x flat roof windows and 3 x pitched roof windows.
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
