Part of Public Footpath Alfriston 31 will be closed to all users between TQ 5217 0318
and TQ 5211 0327 for a distance of 110 metres. No alternative route will be available.

The closure will be in force for 6 months from 31 January 2020, or until the works are
completed, whichever is the earlier, which after this period will require an extension
from the Secretary of State, should the footpath still be unfit to use.
