APC comments logged to SDNPA:    APC object to this application and fully endorse the comments made by East Sussex County Highways, Alfriston Speedwatch and Nick Beechey.  APC also have concerns on the following points:  

Former Allotment Site  -   this site has never been used as a public allotment, with public access.  Historically it was used only by the properties adjoining it for gardening purposes.

Speed of Traffic on North Street  -  reference the recently conducted Speed Survey carried out by Alfriston Speedwatch.  This survey shows that a large number of vehicles are restrained due to congestion but average speeds when there is no congestion range from 22-24mph in the 20mph limit.  This differs significantly to the developers own speed survey.

Increased number of Vehicles Mounting the Pavement – which already happens when two vehicles try to pass on this section of road, this will increase when traffic volume increases.

Parking Issues  -  the limited number of parking bays available within the development will lead to more pressure on parking in the surrounding area.

Delivery Van Access  -  so many delivery companies use vans which will be accessing the site from North Street.  All data refers only to estate cars.

Construction Traffic  -  narrow width of North Street will cause major issues for construction traffic accessing the site.

Historic Environment Consultation  -  refers to no locally listed heritage sites within 200 metres.   In fact there are many, including St Andrew’s Church which are within 200 mts.
