VOLUNTEERS NEEDED
Traffic Speed Survey  —  Planning Application Evidence


Dear Resident / Parish Council Member,

You may well have heard that a fresh planning application has been submitted to build houses on the old allotments site between Willows car park and North Street, with the proposed vehicle access via the entrance to Norvetts. The Parish Council will be discussing this at the next planning meeting on Monday 20th April.  In order to collect our own objective evidence on speeds at this junction we are organising a one-day traffic speed survey.

We need your help! 

We are looking for volunteers to help record traffic speeds and vehicle counts. Volunteers will work in comfortable pairs from a safe position in a resident's private garden overlooking the survey location — you will not need to stand on the road at any point.

What does it involve?
1. Sitting safely in a garden, off the road, in pairs
1. Using our village Speedwatch speed gun to record speeds and counting vehicles travelling in both directions
1. Noting occasions when two vehicles meet on the narrow section and have to slow to pass
1. Recording data on a simple paper form — full briefing provided
1. Each slot is ONE HOUR — sign up for one slot or more if you can

Why does this matter?
The proposed access road is narrow. When two vehicles travelling in opposite directions meet, both must slow significantly to pass safely. This raises serious concerns about road safety and the suitability of this route for the additional traffic the development would generate.

Our survey will provide the Parish Council with objective, independently-gathered evidence of real traffic speeds and road conditions, to be submitted as part of our formal planning response.
